From our pride and

stubborn hearts and from our anger and resentments, humble our hearts and make us

turn to you so that we may receive new life.   Amen.

Prayer to be led by one of the children:

Dear Lord, when we don’t realize the urgent need to repent and when we think only of

ourselves and thus not care enough for others - come and enlighten us with your Spirit.
