Lumen Gentium, the Dogmatic Constitution on the Church, is one of the principal documents of the Second
Vatican Council, promulgated by Pope Paul VI on November 21, 1964. Its profound influence on the Catholic
Church and its teachings continues to resonate in modern times, shaping our understanding of community
and the role of the Church in contemporary society.

The Second Vatican Council, held from 1962 to 1965,
marked a pivotal moment in the history of the Catholic
Church. It aimed to address and respond to the challenges
and changes faced by the Church in the modern world.
Lumen Gentium emerged as a crucial component of this

effort, focusing on the nature, mission, and structure of the

Church.

The People of God

A central aspect of Lumen Gentium is the concept of the People of God. This theme underscores the

holiness and the active participation of all members in the Church's
life and mission. It asserts that all members of the Church, regardless
of their state of life, are called to pursue holiness.

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Farewell to Pope Francis — The People’s
Pope Who Touched Our Hearts

Pope Francis, lovingly known as the “People’s Pope,” was called to his
eternal rest on Monday, April 21, 2025. Serving as the head of the
Catholic Church since 2013, he was deeply loved across the world for
his humility, compassion, and unwavering commitment to the Gospel.

In September 2024, Pope Francis made a historic visit to Indonesia—
his presence left an unforgettable mark not only on Catholics but on all
Indonesians. During this apostolic journey, he won hearts with his
simplicity and authenticity. Cardinal Ignatius Suharyo, the Archbishop
of Jakarta, fondly recalled the Pope’s humble choice to wear worn black
leather shoes instead of the traditional red papal shoes. That simple
gesture reflected the spirit of a shepherd who walked with his people.

News of his passing left many in disbelief. Just one day before, he had
blessed the faithful on Easter Sunday. Many wept upon hearing the
news—wishing he could have stayed longer to continue the work he
had begun.

Cardinal Kevin Farrell, Camerlengo of the Holy Roman Church,
announced Pope Francis' passing from Casa Santa Marta with these
heartfelt words:

“Dearest brothers and sisters, with deep sorrow | must announce the
death of our Holy Father Francis. At 7:35 this morning, the Bishop of
Rome, Francis, returned to the house of the Father. His entire life was
dedicated to the service of the Lord and of His Church. He taught us
to live the values of the Gospel with fidelity, courage, and universal love, especially in favour of the poorest
and most marginalized. With immense gratitude for his example as a true disciple of the Lord Jesus, we
commend the soul of Pope Francis to the infinite merciful love of the One and Triune God.”

The Apostolic Nunciature in Jakarta opened its doors for mourners to sign the condolence book from Apr|I
22 to April 25, 2025. Our parish council members, along with our Parish Priest |
Fr. Moko SJ and Assistant Parish Priest Fr. Agung SJ, visited the Vatican \
Embassy and paid their respects by signing the book.

The Vatican observed a nine-day period of mourning, culminating in the
funeral Mass. Here in Indonesia, a requiem Mass was celebrated at Jakarta W
Cathedral on April 24 at 6 p.m., with churches across the nation offering :
Masses in his memory at the same time.

For many, Pope Francis' visit to Indonesia was more than just a moment of
joy—it was a deeply spiritual encounter. His simplicity and humility reminded
us of Christ himself. And now, less than a year later, we found ourselves back
at the Apostolic Nunciature—this time not to welcome him, but to say
goodbye. Familiar faces embraced again, but this time with tears and heavy
hearts.
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When Fr. Moko penned his message in the condolence book, there was a sense that Pope Francis was still
near. The silence in the room carried the weight of love and loss. Quiet sobs filled the space as each mourner
whispered their farewell.

We bid him goodbye not only with sorrow but with gratitude—for a life lived in service, for a heart that
embraced all, and for a Pope who reminded us of what it means to walk humbly with God.

Requiescat in pace, Papa Francesco. Until we meet again.

This vigil offered a profound opportunity to reflect, watch, and pray in the presence of Jesus—preparing
our hearts for the solemn remembrance of Good Friday.
