EASTER VIGIL MASS [Keeping the Lord’s Paschal Solemnity]
Dear brethren (brothers and sisters),
; on this most sacred night,
April 19, 2025 in which our Lord Jesus Christ passed over from death to life,
2:00 PM the Church calls upon her sons and daughters,

scattered throughout the world,

to come together to watch and pray.

If we keep the memorial

of the Lord’s paschal solemnity in this way,
listening to his word and celebrating his mysteries,
then we shall have the sure hope

of sharing his triumph over death

and living with him in God.

Then the Priest blesses the fire, saying with hands extended:

Let us pray. [Fire of God’s Glory]
O God, who through your Son

bestowed upon the faithful the fire of your glory,

sanctify % this new fire, we pray,

and grant that,

by these paschal celebrations,

we may be so inflamed with heavenly desires,

that with minds made pure

«IT, PR g we may attain festivities of unending splendor.
He isnot here, but he has been raised. Through Christ our Lord. R. Amen.

After the blessing of the new fire, one of the ministers brings the paschal candle to the
celebrant, who cuts a cross in the candle with a stylus. Then he traces the Greek letter
alpha above the cross, the letter omega below, and the four numerals of the current year
between the arms of the cross. Meanwhile he says:

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Priest insert five grains of incense in the candle in the form of a cross, meanwhile
saying:

The priest lights the paschal candle from the new fire, saying

dispel the darkness of our hearts and minds.

Procession STAND

When the candle has been lit, one of the ministers takes burning coals from the fire and
places them in the thurible, and the Priest puts incense into it. At the door of the church, the
priest takes the Easter candle, lifts it high, and sings:

V. The Light of Christ.
All. Thanks be to God.

‘ Lighting all candles ‘

The Priest lights his candle from the flame of the paschal candle.
Then all enter the church, led by the Priest with the Easter candle. If incense is used, the
thurifer goes before the Deacon.
Priest moves forward to the middle of the church, lifts the candle high and sings a second
time:
V. The Light of Christ.
All. Thanks be to God.

From the flame of the paschal candle and continue in procession.
When the Priest arrives before the altar, he stands facing the people, raises up the candle
and sings a third time:

V. The Light of Christ.
All. Thanks be to God.

The paschal candle is placed on the large candlestand.
Then the lights are lit throughout the Church except for the altar candles.

The Easter Proclamation : Exsultet
The Easter Proclamation is sung.

All stand and hold lighted candles.

After The Easter proclamation, the candles are put aside and SIT
all sit down. The priest speaks to the people;

After the last reading from the Old Testament with its responsory and prayer, the altar candles
are lighted, and the priest in tones the GLORIA, which is taken up by all present. The church
bells are rung, according to local custom.

At the end of the GLORIA, the priest sings or says the opening prayer in the usual way.

Collect [Renewed in Body and Mind] STAND

Lets us pray.

O God, who make this most sacred night radiant

with the glory of the Lord’s Resurrection,

stir up in your Church a spirit of adoption,

so that, renewed in body and mind,

we may render you undivided service.

Through our Lord Jesus Christ, your Son,

who lives and reigns with you in the unity of the Holy Spirit,
one God, for ever and ever. Amen.

Epistle Roman 6:3-11 [Alive in Christ] SIT

By Baptism the Christian is not merely identifited with the dying Christ, who has
won a victory over sin, but is introduced into the very act by which Christ died to
sin.

A reading from the letter of St Paul to the Romans.

Brothers and sisters: Are you unaware that we who were baptized into Christ Jesus
were baptized into his death? We were indeed buried with him through baptism into
death, so that, just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, we
too might live in newness of life.
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For if we have grown into union with him through a death like his, we shall also be
united with him in the resurrection. We know that our old self was crucified with him,
so that our sinful body might be done away with, that we might no longer be in
slavery to sin. For a dead person has been absolved from sin. If, then, we have died
with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with him. We know that Christ, raised
from the dead, dies no more; death no longer has power over him. As to his death, he
died to sin once and for all; as to his life, he lives for God. Consequently, you too
must think of yourselves as being dead to sin and living for God in Christ Jesus.

After the Epistle has been read, all rise, the priest solemnly intones the Alleluia
three times, raising his voice by a step each time, with all repeating it.

He is not here,
but he has been raised. Remember what he said to you while he was still in Galilee,
that the Son of Man must be handed over to sinners and be crucified, and rise on the
third day.” And they remembered his words. Then they returned from the tomb and
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announced all these things to the eleven and to all the others. The women were Mary
Magdalene, Joanna, and Mary the mother of James; the others who accompanied
them also told this to the apostles, but their story seemed like some nonsense and
they did not believe them. But Peter got up and ran to the tomb, bent down, and saw
the burial cloths alone; then he went home amazed at what had happened.
